But, according to an article in Golden Ghte
Gardening, you can save the seeds in April or May. The plants will have long ste
with forming seed pods and a flower at the top. Gather the stems, leaves or even te
whole plant.

Spread them on newspaper indoors. As the pods dry, in a week or two, the seeds
will pop out, and will actually jump up to a couple of feet from the pod. The seeds
are small, rounded, and shiny black with a white tip on one side where they were attached to the pods.
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Winnow out the chaff and dry thoroughly. Label and store for planting in October. Plant just under the surfacq of
the soil in a shady spot and keep moist. Once established, they will self sow. They can be grown in pots as well.

PEACH LEAF CURL

Although not usually fatal to the tree, if the infection builds up and is left uncontrolled for several
years, the tree may decline and need to be removed. To prevent peach leaf curl, use resistant peach
and nectarine varieties where possible. For nonresistant varieties, treat trees with a fungicide every
year after leaves have fallen. There are several choices of fungicides available to the home gardener.
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
